n 7 and 8 March 2014, the 6th European Summit of Regions and

The first day of the European Summit of Regions and Cities will focus
on the efforts at European, national, regional and local level to incite
job-creation and growth.

More than five years of financial and economic crisis have had a
deep impact on European society. Disparities between regions,

even within Member States, have never been that high. Currently,
over 26 million EU citizens are unemployed - in Greece and Spain
they account for a quarter of the workforce. The EU, its Member
States, regions and cities have developed several economic recovery
strategies to break this negative spiral and to get Europe back on

the track of smart, sustainable and inclusive growth. The Europe
2020 strategy sets a series of policy targets and gave a clear focus

for the investment priorities for the coming seven years. Between
2014 and 2020, the EU will make available € 366 billion from cohesion
policy funds including € 6 billion for targeted youth employment
measures, in addition to € 80 billion for the Horizon 2020 programme
on research and innovation. Member States also agree to target
investments on smart, sustainable and inclusive growth as
highlighted in the Annual Growth Survey. Moreover important steps
towards the completion of the Economic and Monetary Union have
been taken. All those efforts are leading slowly but visibly to the first
signs of economic recovery in some of the severely hit countries.

Regions and cities play a key role in the delivery of those EU ambitions.
Together they represent two thirds of total public investment and one
third of public expenditure in Europe, mainly geared towards areas
with a tangible impact on society’s welfare: education and training,
innovation, social services or environment protection. It is for that
reason that 88% of regional and local authorities are calling for greater
involvement in Europe’s growth strategy.
